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Pig Price and Pigmeat Market Report

Week-Commencing May 17th, 2010

German and Danish prices once again increased this week by 2c/kg and 4c/kg respectively.  Irish processors however have not increased Irish prices and tensions are rising amongst pig producers considering the spread of prices that is now evident between factories.  It is also apparent that producers that are not already doing so are making arrangements to sell to alternative markets in the hope of breaking even. Ireland for week ending May 9th was at 95% of the EU average.  
Factory pig throughput for the week ending May 8th, 2010 was 41,528 which is 8,202 head less than in the previous week and 5,546 head more than in the corresponding week in 2009.  Pig throughput for the year to date is approximately 4.8% ahead of the previous year’s figure.  Sows slaughtering in the same week numbered 1,755 which is 3.2% behind the corresponding period in 2009.

Export Plants:  On a flat rate basis mostly 132 – 136 cent/kg in Dawn and Rosderra Meats between 132 - 136 cent/kg.  Welfare bonus is at 2 – 6cent/kg to different producers  

Pork Slaughters: The price range is from 134 – 140 cent/kg.  

Weaners:   € 40- €44 for 32kg weaners.

Sows:   80 - 95c/kg DW.
