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Pig Price and Pigmeat Market Report

Week-Commencing February 22nd 2010

Irish Pig Producers situation is unchanged again this week despite further increases in continental markets; France rose this week by 5c/kg and Spain by 4c/kg.  This is a 14c/kg increase in France and a 16c/kg increase in Spain since the start of the year, although these countries came from a lower base than Ireland, producer prices are now charging ahead.  Germany and Denmark quoted a strong stand on in price and indications are that with supplies short prices will continue to move on. The price differential between Ireland and the EU for the week ending February 14th was 12c/kg, a 2c/kg increase as expected with the price increases of the last three weeks.  

Factory pig throughput for the week ending February 13th was 47,911 which is 478 head less than in the previous week and 4,364 head more than in the corresponding week in 2009.  Pig throughput is now just that 0.1% behind last year the previous year’s figure.  Sows slaughtering in the same week numbered 1,661, giving a total of 10,661 so far in 2010.

Export Plants:  On a flat rate basis mostly 126 – 130cent/kg in Dawn and Rosderra Meats between 126 - 130 cent/kg.  Welfare bonus is at 2 – 6cent/kg to different producers  

Pork Slaughters: The price range is from 126 – 132cent/kg.  

Weaners:   € 40- €44 for 32kg weaners.

Sows:   85 - 95c/kg DW.
