Urea prices are still holding but supplies are tightening with a number of distributors. Urea at current price levels is very attractive, as CAN prices edged up further this week. At €280 for urea this equates to 60 cent / kilo compared to 83 cent per kilo for CAN at €225 /t. CAN prices are still edging upwards. Deals are still being closed out at the €220 to €230 but there is upward pressure. CAN prices are likely to spike in the coming weeks but a number of commentators predict that prices will ease as European demand tails off from the end of March on.  With low spot and forward European and world grain prices farmers are cutting back on their fertiliser requirement. NPK prices have hardened in the last few days.
