The industry has moved to increase the price of CAN since Friday despite the fact that international wholesale CAN prices have remained unchanged on the previous week. On the international front nitrogen prices for products other than CAN have continued to fall putting downward pressure on the demand for CAN. NPK prices remain relatively unchanged. However, the price differential between 24-2.5-10 and 27-2.5-5 is widening with deals for 27’s being done below the €300/t mark. The demand for NPK will fall off in the coming weeks as farmers switch to high Ns (24’s for second cuts) or straight N.
