Urea prices are holding steady and is becoming increasingly attractive as CAN prices edge upwards. Despite the trades attempts to increase retail CAN prices by €30/t intense competition for good business has seen deals closed out at the €200 to €205 mark by the close of the week. The window of opportunity to achieve CAN prices at the lower end of the price range is narrowing. NPK prices are expected to remain pretty stable in the near term. As CAN prices creep up high N compounds are becoming better value for money.
