There are reports of slower than normal trading in some areas of the country. Although not yet complete initial indications of IFA potato Survey show stocks well depleted in some areas. This should hold well for prices achieved over the next few weeks. Imports onto the market have had a significant effect on volumes and on prices. However there is no need for a fall off in prices at this stage. Potatoes held to this time of the season carry a cost due to storage and this must be factored into farm gate pricing. IFA are carrying out an ongoing survey of labelling practices in the market at grower, merchant, retailer and food services sector as a number of issues have been highlighted.
Inspections in relation to the compensation scheme are ongoing in all areas at present.
